
 
Sir – The Commons Treasury Select Committee report on unclaimed assets has re-
ignited a long-standing debate (‘MPs in call to seize dormant National Savings cash’, 6 
August).   
 
The recommendation to widen the scope of the scheme beyond money ‘lying in 
forgotten National Savings accounts’ is a positive start, although we would like to see 
this extended to include other assets, such as deposit boxes and shares.  We also 
welcome many of the other suggestions outlined in the report, in particular the need 
for a mandatory scheme to identify unclaimed assets.   
 
As a member of the Unclaimed Assets Charity Coalition, we believe that the primary 
aim should be to reunite people with what legally belongs to them.  We urge the 
Government to ensure that financial institutions reunite all asset owners, including 
charities, with the money owed to them. 
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
