I am writing to let you know that one of your constituents will be taking part in Cancer 
Research UK’s Supporter Lobby of AMs in Bute Park, Cardiff at 6.30 pm on 2 July. They 
will be contacting your office in due course in the hope that you will be able to come and 
meet them then. In the meantime, to ensure they are not disappointed and if you are not 
already committed, we would be very grateful if you could keep that time free. The event 
will finish at 7 pm, after which you would be very welcome to watch the start of the Race 
for Life (also in Bute Park), as 15,000 women run 5 kilometres to raise vital funds for 
cancer research. 
 
The purpose of the event is to enable constituents from every part of Wales to tell their 
AMs why a Welsh Cancer Plan is so important to them. As you may know, in 2007, Cancer 
Research UK presented more than a quarter of a million petition signatures to the Welsh 
Assembly, calling for a Cancer Plan for Wales. Our Cancer 2020 campaign urged all four 
UK governments to plan now for the future challenges of cancer, a call which has already 
seen the unveiling of the Cancer Reform Strategy in England and the revision of the 
Cancer in Scotland Strategy. 
 
However, while we welcome the Welsh Assembly Government’s policy statement 
Designed to Tackle Cancer in Wales, we feel that a unified, comprehensive NHS Cancer 
Plan is needed for Wales to pull together and maximise the impact of the existing policies 
outlined in Designed to Tackle Cancer, the Cancer Standards, and the 16 
recommendations outlined in the Health and Social Services Committee’s Review of 
Cancer Services for the People of Wales. Wales still does not have a comprehensive, 
properly funded cancer strategy. It is crucial that the Welsh Assembly Government 
identifies and prepares for the changes in cancer incidence and treatment in the years 
ahead. A single unified cancer strategy for Wales is key to ensuring that advances 
continue to be made and all patients benefit from access to them. 
 
At the Supporter Lobby, you will be able to talk to your constituent firsthand about cancer 
and how best to plan for the future. Following your conversation, there will be a photo 
opportunity, followed by drinks and canapés. The photo will be emailed to you along with a 
pro forma press release for you to send to your preferred local papers. If for any reason 
your constituent cannot attend on the day, you are of course still very welcome to join us 
for the photo opportunity and to discuss the need for a Cancer Plan for Wales with one of 
our staff.
